Conference Theme “Facilitating Wholeness”
INVITATION TO PRESENT
Overall theme: Facilitating Wholeness
There is opportunity to present and facilitate 90 minutes, 60 minutes and 30 minutes sessions to conference participants. Other than the Pecha Kucha presentations, we ask that all workshops are as much as possible interactive.  
What does Facilitating Wholeness mean? We invite you propose a workshop based on one of five tracks that go some way to exploring this concept. Each track poses a number of questions that are intended to provoke new ways of thinking about what it means to Facilitate Wholeness. We are looking for topics, ideas, challenges, and opportunities to deepen our understanding of Facilitating Wholeness.    

Branches under overarching theme:

· Track 1 – Embodiment: Self & Other  

This track explores the idea of self in context.  What does it mean to prepare and manage oneself in facilitation? How do we perceive ourselves as facilitators? What does an embodied facilitator feel and look like? How do we know when we are embodied? How can facilitators help others to become embodied learners? How do we work with our own energy and with others?  And what does it mean to be vulnerable in facilitation?  

· Track 2 - Mindfulness & Presence

How does mindfulness and presence help facilitators? How might these concepts help when working with groups? What are some of the practical ways facilitators can work with mindfulness and presence with groups?  
· Track 3 - Creative Spirit 
Inspiration, imagination, passion, energy and healing are some of the ideas linked to creativity. We ask the question why is creativity needed in facilitation? What does it mean to bring creative spirit into being in facilitation? What creative methods are available to facilitators? How can creative methods be incorporated into the facilitation process?  How do facilitators work with others to inspire creativity?

· Track 4 - Experimental Works

This track gives space to emerging and experimental ideas and workshops. It provides a safe environment to pilot new ways of thinking and working in relation to facilitation that may as yet not be fully formed. It is an opportunity to seek feedback from others.

· Pecha Kucha 20 x 20 presentations.

There is also the opportunity to present Pecha Kucha style. Pecha Kucha 20x20 is a simple presentation format where you show 20 images, each for 20 seconds. The images advance automatically and you talk along to the images. That means your presentation is 6 minutes 40 seconds in total! This is a dynamic, creative and fast moving communication format. The presentations can be about anything related to one of the four tracks.  
Proposal Criteria

Proposals will be evaluated on content, relevance to the conference goal and theme, audience engagement, inclusion of diverse perspectives, presenter effectiveness, and learning objectives. A thorough proposal will address all of the following criteria:

· Content:   The proposal should clearly and concisely explain the topic(s) that will be covered during the training or the presentation.

· Relevance:   The proposal should be relevant to the conference tracks and/or the conference goal.

· Audience Engagement:   The proposal should incorporate how the presenter or trainer intends to engage the audience either through a basic question and answer session or through other methods such as facilitated dialogue, interactive exercise, and role playing.

· Diverse Perspectives:   The proposal should demonstrate how different ways of thinking and viewing issues will be considered during the presentation or training session.

Note: Each year AFN volunteers offer to organise our annual conference. This is undertaken as a gift to the network and community. All facilitators presenting at the Conference also do so on a gift basis. All volunteers/presenters still pay to attend the conference. This helps to ensure we maintain a spirit of collaboration and ‘giving to the middle’. It is a very generous network that inspires us to give of our best.
